“Not Certified”

ABIM’s Maintenance of Certification Program



Earn MOC points every two years 
Diplomates earn 0.2 MOC points for every correct answer

Earn 100 MOC points every five years 
Diplomates can earn up to 24 MOC points per certificate, per year

Pass an assessment 
Pass/fail decision made at end of five-year LKA cycle

In light of the ongoing pandemic, ABIM has increased program flexibility:

• Physicians certified in Critical Care Medicine, Infectious Disease, 
Hospital Medicine and Pulmonary Disease will have an additional year 
to complete requirements through 2023.

• Anyone currently in the grace period in these disciplines has also been 
given until 2023 to meet their assessment requirement.
